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Prohibits the intentional exhibition. use, or the threat 1o use or exhibit, of a firearm (in 2 ney
intended to cause alarm, personal injury or property damage) in or on any property, including a
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Creating Unique CHL For Certain Judges and Prosecutors and Providing Exemptions from
Certain Unlawful Carrying Provisions
Effective Immediarely

Requires the Department to establish a procedure by which the concealed handgun license of a
Jjudge, justice, prosecuting attorney, or assistant prosecuting attorney indicates the license holder's
status as such an officer.

Exempts a district attorney, assistant district attorney, criminal district attomey, assistant criminal
district attorney, county attorney, or assistant county attorney, from the application of Subsections
(B)(1), (2), and (4)-(6), (c), and (d) of Section 46.035, Penal Code (which establishes places that
licensed carry is prohibited).

Creates Sec. 411.1882 of the Gov't Code, which exempts judges and district and county attorneys
from the requirement of a handgun proficiency certificate if a handgun proficiency instructor
approved by TCLEOSE certifies to the individual's proficiency.

Allows Carrying by CHL Holders on LCRA Property

Creates exemption for CHL holders from Parks and Wildlife Code prohibition against hunting
with, possessing, or shooting a firearm on the land of the Lower Colorado River Authority.

Prohibits any state agency from adopting a rule that would prohibit a CHL holder from entering or
crossing the land of the Lower Colorado River Authority under certain circumstances.

Federal Judges Eligible as “Judicial Officers”
Effective Immediately

Renders Section 411.201 of the Government Code (establishing guidelines for the issuance of
concealed handgun licenses to judicial officers) applicable to federal judges who are residents of
Texas.

Disarming of CHL Holder within Secure Area of Police or Sheriff Department’s Office

Provides that a peace officer may temporarily disarm a license holder when a license holder enters
a nonpublic, secure portion of a law enforcement facility, and that the weapon shall be stored in a
secure gun locker and returned when the individual leaves the facility.

Requires prominent notice at the entrance to the facility.

Applies only to premises used for the official business of peace officers described by Articles
2.12(1) and (3), Code of Criminal Procedure (referring to sheriffs and municipal police officers).

Defines "law enforcement facility" as "a building or a portion of a building used exclusively by a
law enforcement agency that employs peace officers as described by Articles 2.12(1) and (3),
Code of Criminal Procedure, and support personnel to conduct the official business of the agency.
